Itis
important to dry thoroughly to prevent the growth of red

yeast. Carefully clean around the tail area as our breed cannot
clean their tailsthemselvesand if your dog has an inverted tail,
clean well and apply diaper ointment to prevent irritation.
Puppy nails should be trimmed with dippers, but adult dogs



do well with a Dremel tool (purchase at Home Depot). Be sure
to hold the nail securely and only trim for 3 seconds at a time
so the nail does not become heated. Practice with young pups
so that they will lay quietly on their backsto have their nails
trimmed.
