(we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify, defend and save the 
aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason of 
the liability imposed by law upon any of the aforementioned parties for damage because of bodily 
injuries, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person or persons, including 
myself (ourselves), or on account of damage to property, arising out of or in consequence of my (our) 
participation in this event, however such, injuries, death or property damage may be caused, and 
whether or not the same may have been caused or may be alleged to have been caused by the 
negligence of the aforementioned parties or any of their employees, agents, or any other persons. I

ENTRIES NOT ON OFFICIAL AKC FORMS or photocopies of entry forms without the agreement and  

rules on the reverse side of the official AKC entry forms are NOT ACCEPTABLE. 

 

Changes, additions or corrections to entry forms must be received in writing or by telegram prior to the  

close of entries. Changes which are received on the telephone are unacceptable. 
 

OWNERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR ERRORS. On entry blanks, and for entering the same dog twice, or 

for entering a dog in a class in which it is ineligible to compete, regardless of who makes such errors. 

 

CONFIRMATION OF ENTRY & SCHEDULE OF JUDGING TIME will be sent to the address on the  

Official AKC Entry Form after the closing date.
