Dear Fang  - A column to address common training problems for pet 

owners. 
 

Some Bulldogs are more resistant to training and less motivated by food than others; in 
short, they seem to just not care about it. 
What tricks or suggestions do you have to get them óupô? 
 

 

I find it hard to believe there are dogs out there that arenôt wild about food, I mean really so I 

asked my Mom if she knows how to deal with it.  She sure hasnôt learned how from any of us.  

Mom writes for me: 

 

It is true that some dogs are more difficult to motivate than others.  We have all heard of 

Pavlovôs experiments where he rang a bell and food appeared.  Soon the dogs would salivate 

upon hearing the bell even when food did not appear.  This is a method of raising the importance 

of one thing by its association with another.  In other words, the dogs liked food.  When the bell 

rang as food appeared the dogs learned to associate the bell with food and gave a positive 

response.  Okay how does that help us as trainers? 

 

First we start with something the dog likes, a ball, a toy, a certain game, pettingé..  Do what 

they like and give some food tidbit with it.  Gradually the importance of food will rise.  However 

just throwing food is not the whole answer.  You need GOOD treats, something your dog thinks 

is good.  Liverwurst, string cheese, roast beef, chicken, liver cookies.  Notice none of these are 

prepared ñdog treatsò.  For some dogs commercial stuff is just great but with your hard to 

motivate dog you need the big guns.

Okay guys, that sounds great but she forgot the most important part.  When she offers me treats 

she gets all excited, shows it to me and tells me how great it is and, of course, how great I am 

and then gives me the treat.  Naturally Iôm really ready for it and eager to do whatever she asks 

next to get some more of that good stuff and lots for of that excitement, petting and praise. 

 

Training a dog is a lot like the agility teeter totter.  You want to balance it so if your dog is hard 

to get excited you need to go up and get real excited.   With Copper Bear she has to be very calm 

and lower key because Copper is such a goofball.

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Tear Stains and your Bulldog 

 

We love our bulldogs with their sweet wrinkled faces, but with those folds 

comes special grooming challenges.   Originally the wrinkles allowed blood from 

bull baiting to run down the face away from the nose of the dog so he could latch 

onto the bull but still be able to breathe.  Today, these channels draw moisture from 

the eye and from the environment and can be a source of infection.  It is important 

to wipe fold daily to keep them clean, dry and smelling fresh.   

  

Tear stains are red-brown in color and are caused by the growth of red yeast 

which thrives in the warm, moist environment of bulldog wrinkles.  Some experts 

feel that drinking water with a high mineral content, or food that has artificial dyes 

can also contribute to staining.  Other vets believe allergies can cause excessive 

watering or staining.  If your dog has stains accompanied by red pimple like bumps 

on his chin, you may try switching to stainless steel water bowls and wash them 

frequently to prevent bacteria. 

  

Tear stains are noticeable on white faces, but many darker dogs have them as 

well.  Cleaning daily with a damp cloth or baby wipe and drying well afterward 

helps prevent yeast growth.  If the skin is irritated you may want to rub some 

Desitin diaper ointment in the folds to keep them dry.  There are many commercial 

products to clean tear stains such as Pretty Eyes that you can purchase at pet stores.  

The BCA recommends a mixture of 1 tablespoon of hydrogen peroxide, mixed 

with enough corn starch to make a think paste.  You can also add 1 tablespoon of 

Milk of Magnesia.  Brush the paste on the stains and allow it to dry before 

brushing off.  Repeat daily until stain is gone.   

  

While you are attending to your bulldogôs face, try massaging a drop of 

Vaseline onto his nose.  Many bulldogs develop rough dry noses and this will 

soften the skin and improve the appearance.  If you work daily with your dog and 

praise and treat him he will look forward to your attentions. 

 

 

 



 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Safer Pet Vaccination Seminar, featuring 
world-renowned pet vaccination experts Drs. 
Jean Dodds and Ron Schultz and benefiting the 
Rabies Challenge Fund Charitable Trust.   
     

The seminar will be held in Del Mar, CA, north of 

San Diego, March 28, 2010. All proceeds above 

direct cost benefit the Rabies Challenge Fund. Their 

all-volunteer group of scientists are working to prove 

the duration of immunity conveyed by the rabies 

vaccine with the goal of increasing the period 

between rabies shots from 3 years to 5, then 7. 

They're also working to establish a blood ñtiter 

standardò to provide a scientific basis to avoid 

unnecessary rabies "boosters."  Phase Two will study 

adjuvants (additives like aluminum, mercury and 

fetal calf tissue) used in veterinary vaccines and 

establish a much needed federal adverse reaction 

reporting system for rabies and other vaccines.  

 This seminar is the first of its kind in the Western US.  Drs. 

Dodds and Schultz are speaking on a volunteer basis. I'll send 

you an e-mail press release if you think members would be 

interested, and also flyers. We can offer a group discount.
